POLICY 8.2-1: BUILDING CODES AND FIRE CODES
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Policy: 

1) The Oklahoma County Juvenile Detention Center conforms to the latest requirements of applicable fire, building, zoning, and health codes in order to create a safe, healthy, and humane environment. (3-JDF-2A-01); (3-JDF-2A-02)
2) The Oklahoma County Juvenile Detention Center, where feasible, has implemented strategies to promote recycling, energy. And water conservation, pollution reduction and utilization of renewable energy alternatives. (3-JDF-1A-04-2)

Procedures:

1) Fire Prevention Service: 

a) To ensure compliance with Federal, State, and local laws pertaining to Fire and Safety procedure, the Facility has available the following services:

i) Oklahoma City Fire Department (O.C.F.D.) will respond to any request by the Facility for assistance in the event of a fire emergency. (3-JDF-3B-01)
ii) Oklahoma State Fire Marshall, as the authority having jurisdiction, inspects the entire Facility annually to ensure that the entire Facility complies with the applicable Fire Safety Code or, in the event local and/or state codes are not applicable, the requirements of the National Fire Protection Association Life Safety Code. Any variances, exceptions, or equivalencies to the Life Safety Code, or to ACA Commission standards that are granted by the Fire Marshall, must not permit a serious life safety threat to the occupants of the Facility. This includes those standards whose requirements exceed the Life Safety Code. When the Fire Marshall approves plans of action, they must provide for compliance with the Life Safety Code within an acceptable time period. The applicable codes must be comprehensive, assure basic protection of life, include the use of fire detection alarm systems in all areas of the Facility (particularly the living areas), and ensure that a serious life safety threat does not exist. (3-JDF-2A-03); (3-JDF-3B-01)
b) To ensure compliance with all safety codes and licensing requirements, all persons entering the detention facility, to include off duty officers, teachers, workers, attorneys, and all other approved visitors, must sign in at the control window, and sign out upon exiting.  All personnel without a Juvenile Bureau badge are issued a visitor’s badge to be worn for the duration of their visit and return to control prior to exiting the facility. (3-JDF-1G-05)
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
