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Policy: 

1) Juvenile housing areas are the foundation of facility living and must promote the safety and well-being of both juveniles and staff.

Procedures:

1) Sleeping Area

a) All sleeping rooms provide (3-JDF-2C-02); (3-JDF-2C-03):

i) At least 71.5 square feet of floor space;

ii) Natural light;

iii) A toilet above floor level;

iv) Wash basin with hot and cold running water;

v) Drinking water;

vi) A bed above floor level that is at least 6’11” in length. This bed space can also be used for storage of resident’s books, magazines and papers;

vii) Temperature appropriate to summer and winter comfort zones; and

viii) Activities and services outside their rooms at least 12 hours a day.

b) Residents who have severe medical disabilities, mental and/or emotional instability, have a history of escape or assault behavior, are young, have known enemies of record in the dayroom, are sexual predators, are vulnerable to exploitation, or have incompatible behavior are not selected for multiple occupancy. If, at any time, problems of incompatibility arise, residents are returned to single occupancy. Such information is recorded in staff notes and on the D-26, Shift Supervisor Report (see attachment A). A D-18, Incident Report (see attachment B) or D-18a, Informational (see attachment C) is completed when necessary. (3-JDF-2C-02-1); (115.342)
c) At no time will male and female residents occupy the same room. (3-JDF-2C-12) 
2) Living Space (Dayroom):

a) There are a total of seven dayrooms, which are separate and distinct from the sleeping rooms but immediately adjacent and accessible. (3-JDF-2C-04)
b) Dayrooms provided for each housing section contain, at a minimum, 35 square feet per resident for the maximum number of residents who use the dayroom at one time.  (3-JDF-2C-02); (3-JDF-2C-04)
c) Dayrooms A and C are each designed to house 15 residents and dayroom B, 12 residents. D-Commons has four units; two designed to house 9 residents and two designed to house 10 residents. Dayrooms are available for reading, writing, watching television, table games, and group discussion. The dayrooms provide sufficient seating and writing surfaces for every resident using the dayroom at one time. (3-JDF-2C-05)
d) Dayrooms A, B, and C each have a shower room that includes (3-JDF-2C-06); (3-JDF-2C-07):

i) Two toilets;

ii) Two wash basins with hot and cold water;

iii) Drinking water;

iv) Six thermostatically controlled shower heads; and

v) Two mirrors located at convenient heights for residents.

e) D-Commons units has two shower rooms that include (3-JDF-2C-06); (3-JDF-2C-08):

i) One toilet;

ii) One wash basin with hot and cold water;

iii) Drinking water;

iv) Two thermostatically controlled showers ; and

v) One mirror located at convenient heights for residents.

3) Showers

a) Juveniles have access to operable showers with temperature-controlled hot and cold running water at a minimum ratio of one shower for every eight juveniles. Water for showers is thermostatically controlled to temperatures ranging from 100 degrees Fahrenheit to 120 degrees Fahrenheit to ensure the safety of juveniles and to promote hygienic practices. (3-JDF-2C-08)
4) Room for Handicapped:  

a) All parts of the Facility that are accessible to the public are accessible to and usable by handicapped staff and visitors. There are four dayrooms that have a room designed to securely and safely house a physically handicapped juvenile and provide the maximum possible integration with the general population. Resident room numbers A-11, B-08, D3-1, and D4-1 are designated as handicapped accessible rooms in the facility. Handicapped bars/equipment for housing of handicapped juveniles will be provided for their safety and security. (3-JDF-2C-09)

b) Equipment for use by handicapped residents will be located in the medical clinic of the facility. 

5) Admission/Temporary Security Room

a) These rooms are primarily used for the temporary holding of a resident during admissions, release, or when going to or from court. This temporary secure room may be used when a resident’s behavior is so out of control that his/her presence near others seriously disturbs or is potentially harmful. The room is equipped with plumbing and secure furniture. (3-JDF-2C-10)
6) Special Consideration Rooms

a)  When a seriously ill, mentally disorientated, injured, or non-ambulatory resident is held in the facility, a single occupancy room does not allow for continuing observation. Therefore, the holding cells (D03 or D06), which are adjacent to the medical clinic, will be utilized to house these residents.  (3-JDF-2C-09-2)
b) Under emergency circumstances, medical or psychiatric personnel may order continual observation of a resident. (3-JDF-2C-09-1)
c) The facility provides for the assignment of appropriately trained individuals to assist disabled juveniles who cannot otherwise perform basic life functions. In the event a resident is admitted that needs an assignment based on these requirements, they will be placed in the holding cells. These residents will be monitored and cared for by the facility medical personnel or by trained staff.  (3-JDF-2C-09-1)

7) Activity Areas

a) Because the Facility houses both male and female residents, space is provided for coeducational activities. (3-JDF-2C-11)
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
