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Policy: 

1) All the dayroom housing areas provide lighting that is at least 20 foot candles, natural light from skylights, sufficient lighting required to perform other tasks, access to a drinking fountain, and a heating, ventilation, acoustical system to ensure healthful and comfortable living and working conditions for residents and staff. (3-JDF-2D-01); (3-JDF-2D-03)
Definition: As used in this section, the following definition applies:

“Foot Candle”: A unit for measuring the intensity of illumination defined as the amount of light thrown on a surface one foot away from the light source.

Procedures:

1)  All areas available to residents or staff have:

a) Lighting that is appropriate to the area;

b) Toilets and washbasin with hot and cold running water and drinking water that is accessible to all persons using the area;

c) A heating, cooling, and ventilation system equipped with a backup generator in the event of power failure (3-JDF-2D-02); and

d) Smoke and fire detection equipment that meets all applicable codes. (3-JDF-2A-03)
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
