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Policy:

1) The facility provides a sufficient amount of space to provide indoor and outdoor recreation, visiting, dining, storage, and, laundry. 

Procedures:

1) Indoor Activity Areas

a) The total indoor activity area provides space of at least 141.69 square feet per resident. This area includes the library, dining area, visitation, recreation areas, and gymnasium, which has exercise and indoor sports equipment such as volleyballs, basketballs, and other indoor sports equipment. (3-JDF-2E-01); (3-JDF-5E-03)
2) Outdoor Recreation Area 

a) There is a well-drained outdoor recreation area, which contains 6,900 square feet. A variety of fixed and movable equipment is used in this area, such as basketball and volleyball. Regardless of the weather, the indoor gymnasium or the recreation areas provide enough space to offer each resident at least one hour of large muscle activity daily. (3-JDF-2E-02); (3-JDF-5E-03); (3-JDF-5E-04)
3) Administration/Visiting Area

a) Visitation is held in the Administrative/Visiting area, just inside secure detention via the east entrance door. This area is adjacent to the reception area and is near the resident's dayrooms. The visitation area allows for privacy during visits and includes an interview room. (3-JDF-2E-03); (3-JDF-2E-04)
4) Initial Reception and Release Area

a)  This area, near the dayrooms, is located inside secure detention and is designed for use during the reception and release of residents. Included in this area are: 

i) A Medical Clinic;

ii) Admission Office;

iii) Two Shift Supervisor’s offices; 

iv) Two temporary holding rooms equipped with wash basin, faucet, and toilet facilities;

v) A shower room with wash basin, faucet, and toilet facilities; and 

vi) Storage for facility clothes and bedding, laundry facilities, supplies, and staff break room. (3-JDF-2E-11)
5) School Classroom

a)  The facility classrooms are designed in conformity with local and state education requirements. The School District provides a sufficient number of teachers to maintain the State mandated student/teacher ratio of 14-1. (3-JDF-2E-05)
6) Dining Area

a)   There is at least 15.65 square feet of floor space per person for those using the dining area at the same time. Total space in the dining area is at least 514.75 square feet. (3-JDF-2E-06)
7) Kitchen

a)  Kitchen floor space is equivalent to 14.8 square feet per resident with a minimum space of 624 square feet. Equipment and food storage area are adequate for the quantities of food prepared. (3-JDF-2E-07)
b) There is a loading dock in close proximity to the kitchen to receive groceries and supplies. The building’s housekeeping service workers remove the kitchen garbage from the maintenance hallway during the week while facility staff do so on weekends. (3-JDF-2E-08)
c) The kitchen personnel have a toilet and wash basin facilities available to them inside the kitchen. (3-JDF-2E-09); (3-JDF-4A-14)
8) Storage Area

a)  Space is provided for the storage of supplies and equipment sufficient to ensure its safe and sanitary use.

b) A janitor supply storage area is provided for the dayrooms and activity area. It is well ventilated and contains mop storage racks and supplies for cleaning of equipment. (3-JDF-2E-10)
c) Separate and adequate space is provided for mechanical equipment. These areas are located in the engineer’s maintenance area. (3-JDF-2E-13)
d) Space is provided in the Shift Supervisor's office for the secure storage of restraint devices. This equipment is accessible to authorized personnel only. No security treated chemical agents are authorized in the facility for use by facility staff. (3-JDF-3A-26)
e) Lockers inside the Detention sally port provide storage for resident’s personal property. One locker, with limited keys, is provided for storage of resident’s money or jewelry equal to or estimated at $5.00 or more. (3-JDF-2E-12); (3-JDF-5A-16)
9) Laundry Area

a) The laundry area includes (3-JDF-2E-11):

i) Two washing machines and two clothes dryers; and

ii) Linen supply room for storage and issue of clothing and bedding supplies.
