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Policy: 

1) The Facility has established a Fire Prevention Inspection Program that includes annual, monthly, and weekly inspections by Fire and Safety Officials, or qualified personnel.  The Facility ensures the continued safety of residents and staff with the continual compliance with applicable Fire and Safety Codes.  These policies and procedures are reviewed annually and updated as needed.

Procedures:

1) Fire Prevention Services:

a)  To ensure compliance with Federal State and local laws pertaining to Fire and Safety procedures, the Facility has available the listed services of the following:

i) The O.C.F.D. responds to any request by the Facility for assistance in the event of a fire emergency. (3-JDF-3B-01)

ii) An Oklahoma State Fire Marshall, as the authority having jurisdiction, inspects the entire Facility annually to ensure that the Facility complies with the applicable Fire Safety Code or, in the event local and state codes are not applicable, the requirements of the National Fire Protection Association Life Safety Code.  Any variances, exceptions, or equivalencies to the Life Safety Code, or to ACA Commission Standards, must be granted by the Fire Marshall. This includes those standards whose requirements must exceed the Life Safety Code. When the Fire Marshall approves plans of actions, they must provide for compliance with the Life Safety Code within an acceptable time period.  The applicable codes must be comprehensive, assure basic protection of life, include the use of fire detection and alarm systems in all areas of the Facility (particularly the living areas), and ensure that a serious life safety threat does not exist.  The Facility Administrator must keep reports of this inspection and action with regard to this report. (3-JDF-2A-03); (3-JDF-3B-01); (3-JDF-3B-02); (3-JDF-3B-10)
iii) Oklahoma County Environmental Health and Safety Division (O.C.E.H.S.D.) inspects the Facility annually to ensure the Facility’s compliance with the applicable Federal, State, and local Sanitation, Safety, and Health Codes. This ensures the health and safety of all occupants of the Facility.  The Facility Health and Safety Officer also conducts monthly inspections of the Facility to ensure compliance with Safety and Fire standards.  Furthermore, the O.C.E.H.S.D. conducts an annual review of the Facility policies and procedures in regard to Safety and Fire Prevention standards.  The O.C.E.H.S.D. provides documentation of all said inspections and reviews, approvals, and disapprovals to the Facility Health and Safety Officer and the Facility Administrator to be kept in the files. (3-JDF-2A-03); (3-JDF-4B-02)
iv) Health and Safety Officer Trained and Certified by the O.C.E.H.S.D.:

a)  The Accreditation/ Training Manager is the designated Fire Safety Officer. The Fire Safety Officer inspects the Facility weekly to ensure constant compliance with Fire Prevention and Safety Standards and to discover non-compliance at the earliest possible time.  The Fire Safety Officer inspects and/or tests weekly all Fire Safety equipment, including, but not limited to (3-JDF-2A-03); (3-JDF-3B-02):

i) Manual or automatic extinguishing equipment;

ii) Manual or automatic alarm system;

iii) Exit locking and unlocking devices and systems;

iv) Exit lighting; and

v) All other types of Fire Protection equipment requiring test or periodic operation to assure their maintenance is tested or operated as specified.

b) The Facility Health & Sanitation Officer is Assistant Facility Administrator-Administrative Services. The Assistant Facility Administrator-Administrative Services keeps and maintains all documentation of all fire and Safety inspections (D-44) (see attachment A) mentioned above.
6) LOCATION OF EXTINGUISHERS WITHIN THE FACILITY:
 

a) The availability of reliable fire extinguishers at appropriate locations throughout the Facility is mandatory.  The Facility has extinguishers at the following locations (3-JDF-3B-01):

i) Central control center;

ii) Both A and B/C dayroom consoles;

iii) The Shift Supervisor’s Office;

iv) The kitchen (2);

v) The administrative/visitation area;

vi) The gym;

vii) All D-unit storage closets;

viii) The laundry area; and

ix) Two in the D unit hallway.

7) Criteria and Authority for Selection of Facility Furnishings:

a) Before the purchase of any Facility furnishings, including furniture, mattresses, bedding, wastebaskets, and similar items that can burn, close examination and consideration to the specifications that indicate the Fire Safety Performance must be observed in selecting the materials. (3-JDF-3B-03)
i) Polyurethane is not to be used in any living area.

ii) Neoprene or cotton mattresses treated with Boric Acid are approved.

b) The Health and Safety Officer recommends all furnishings purchased to ensure all selections meet the Fire Safety Performance requirements for the Facility. (3-JDF-2A-04)
8) Interior Finishing: 

a) Interior finishing materials, including new paint, in juvenile living areas, exit areas, and places of public assembly are in accordance with recognized codes. (3-JDF-2A-04)
9) Non-Combustible Receptacles and Containers:

a) Smoking is not permitted in the Facility.  As permitted by State law, smoking is permitted outside of the building as long as it occurs further than 25 feet from any entrance, exit, or air intake.  

b) Non-combustible receptacles must be used for smoking materials.

c) Detention residents are not permitted to smoke.

10) Combustible Containers in Detention: 

a) Since no combustible materials are maintained in the detention center, the facility does not have any containers used for combustible materials. (3-JDF-3B-04)
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
