
Policy: 

1) It is the policy of the Oklahoma County Juvenile Detention Center to encourage positive behavior by Detention residents through a system of rewards and privileges.  The facility also uses a classification system in which residents earn placement into dayrooms with more privileges based on their behavior. (3-JDF-3C-01)
2) A level system is also used in some dayrooms allowing residents to demonstrate greater personal responsibility. The primary purpose of the level system is to provide a positive learning experience for residents which will assist them upon their release from detention.

3) The purpose of both the classification and level system is also to provide a vehicle to help facility staff to manage residents in a constructive manner through a system that brings forth greater consistency and predictability. (3-JDF-2B-08)
Definition: As used in this section, the following definition applies:

“Upward Bound Resident”: This is the status of a resident who has displayed positive behavior in the facility and, in turn, develops methods to better him/herself in the community.
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
