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Policy: 

1) Juveniles who threaten the secure and orderly management of the facility may be removed from the general population and placed in special units or rooms. (3-JDF-3E-02)

2) A resident may be placed on Room Confinement:

a) For Protection;  

b) To Separate Juveniles who are fighting;  

c) To Restrain Juveniles who are in danger of Inflicting Harm to Themselves or Others;

d) To Restrain Juveniles who have escaped or who are in the process of escaping;

e) To prevent destruction of property if reasonably related to a) through d); or

f) To stop behavior that incites other juveniles that jeopardizes the safety of staff and residents of the facility and is reasonably related to a) through d).

3) Per OJA rule 3.77: 3-13-44, sleeping hours will be not counted towards confinement hours when it is shown the resident is resting, unless, the resident is non-compliant. At that time, those hours will be counted towards the confinement hours.   
Definitions: As used in this section, the following definitions apply:

“Confinement”: A special alternative for residents who require separation from the general population for up to 72 hours due to one of the reasons listed above.

“Three-Hour Assessment”: Conducted by the Shift Supervisor when a resident is placed on confinement every three hours, including all shifts. 

“Administrative Review”: Conducted by an Administrator when a resident is confined in excess of 24 hours. 

Procedures: 

1) All resident of the Facility are informed of the consequences of their behavior, including Room Confinement, upon admission to the Facility and are required to sign a the Notification and Information Form, D-7 (See attachment A), which explains Confinement.

2) The Shift Supervisor can order immediate confinement of a resident to protect the resident from harming himself or others and to preserve the safety and security of the Facility for a period of up to 24 hours. Confinement for periods of over 24 hours is reviewed every 24 hours by an administrator or designee who was not involved in the incident. (3-JDF-3C-11); (3-JDF-3E-02); (3-JDF-3E-03)

3) Confinement may only be utilized for the following (115.378):

a) For Protection;  

b) To Separate Juveniles who are fighting;  

c) To Restrain Juveniles who are in danger of Inflicting Harm to Themselves or Others;

d) To Restrain Juveniles who have escaped or who are in the process of escaping;

e) To prevent destruction of property if reasonably related to a) through d); or

f) To stop behavior that incites other juveniles that jeopardizes the safety of staff and residents of the facility and is reasonably related to a) through d). 

4) A Disciplinary/Room Confinement Report (see attachment B) is placed on the confined resident’s door and signed by staff making visual checks up to every four fifteen (15) minutes. Residents are visited at least once each day by personnel from administrative, clinical, social work, religious, or medical units. When checking interior rooms during the day, staff uses a flashlight or turns on the room lights. All visitors sign and record the time of their visits. (3-JDF-3E-04);(115.342); (115.378)

5) Residents placed on room confinement must be afforded living conditions and privileges approximating those available to the general population. Clear and substantial evidence justifies any exception and the Facility Administrator shall approve. Such residents shall receive regular meals, proper hygiene, clean clothing, mail, and recreation privileges when appropriate to their situation. (3-JDF-3E-05); (115.342); (115.368); (115.378)

6) Activities such as, but not limited to, showers, exercise, and phone calls should be documented on the confinement record when the resident has left the room. The resident’s Staffing Notes should also document relevant activities including meals eaten, visits, etc. Any refusal to partake in one of these activities should be documented on the Shift Supervisor Report. (115.342)
7) The Shift Supervisor is responsible for seeing that an Incident Report is written, fully documented, and that a copy of the Incident Report is read by the resident who is given the opportunity to sign it and indicate if he/she wants a Disciplinary Hearing. The resident should receive a copy of the completed Incident Report within 24 hours of the violation. The hearing will be held within 24 hours with the juvenile’s written consent.  The Restriction Log (see attachment C) should be kept current, recording who authorized the confinement releases, dates, and times. (3-JDF-3C-10); (3-JDF-3C-12) 
8) It is recommended that the assigned probation officer or worker shall see a resident as soon as possible but not more than 24 hours after confinement began with the exception of holidays and weekends. Residents must also be visited at least once a day by personnel from clinical, administrative, social work, religious, or medical units.

9) The Shift Supervisor completes a Three Hour Assessment whenever a resident has been on confinement at least 3 hours. The Supervisor reviews the Incident Report, takes into account the resident’s explanation, and his/her physical/emotional condition. The Supervisor may authorize the resident released from confinement with full documentation of any contracts or conditions of the release or uphold the confinement documentation of this assessment will be recorded on the Disciplinary/Room Confinement Report. (3-JDF-3E-02) 

10) If a resident is on confinement over 24 hours, an Administrator shall complete an Administrative Review. Administrative Reviews will continue to be completed every 24 hours as part of the 3 hour assessment when a resident is continued on confinement beyond 24 hours. (3-JDF-3C-11); (3-JDF-3E-02)

11) The Shift Supervisor can make recommendation to the Facility Administrator for the removal or the continuation of a resident from Room Confinement.

12) While a resident is serving time on confinement, a three-hour assessment must be completed. This assessment is completed by Shift Supervisor. At that time it may also be recommended that the resident be released from confinement.
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
