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Policy: 

1) The Facility maintains personal hygiene articles and exceeds an adequate supply of bedding, linens, and clothing to ensure all residents maintain a proper level of comfort and personal hygiene. The supply of linens includes two sheets, a mattress that includes the pillow, and sufficient blankets to provide comfort under existing temperature controls. (3-JDF-4B-07); (3-JDF-4B-12)

2) Residents are provided suitable clean bedding and linen, including two sheets, pillow and pillowcase, one mattress, and sufficient blankets to provide comfort under existing temperature controls.  Linen and blanket exchange is performed at least weekly and clothing is exchanged at least three times weekly. With there being a possibility of infestation of lice or scabies, linens and clothing are to be changed immediately. With the expectation of infestation of lice or scabies, linens and clothing are to be changed immediately. (3-JDF-4B-10); (3-JDF-4B-12)

3) Detention staff/Dayroom Leaders record the issue of bedding and clothing daily. (3-JDF-4B-08)

4) The Facility provides for the resident’s washable clothing to be washed and, when necessary, disinfected before allowing the juvenile to wear them or the clothing being stored. (3-JDF-4B-11)

5) An approved shower schedule allows daily showers and showers after strenuous exercise. (3-JDF-4B-13)

6) Programs and training are provided for the development of sound habits and practices regarding personal hygiene. (3 JDF 4C 34) 

Procedures:

1) Personal Items (3-JDF-4B-14)

a) Bedding linens and clothing are issued to new residents upon admission. Items of personal hygiene are also provided to residents throughout their Detention stay. These items include: 

Soap





Clean Sheets

Toothbrush




Blanket

Toothpaste




Underwear

Deodorant




Shirts

Combs





Pants

Towels




Socks

Shampoo




Shoes

b) Feminine hygiene items are provided when necessary. Each resident is provided a comb, toothbrush, soap, a hand towel, and toilet paper in their room. 

c) The Dayroom Leaders Report shows the residents admitted to their Dayroom and the articles issued to them. This report also indicates the exchange of clothing and linens as they occur (see attachment A). 

2) Clothing and Linen Exchange  

a) The Facility has a schedule for clothing and linen exchange.

i) All shoes being worn are disinfected monthly.

ii) All shoes worn by residents are washed after the resident’s release.

iii) Pillows and mattress are disinfected upon release.

iv) All bed linen and clothing issued are accounted for upon release on the Final Release, D-2 (see attachment B).

v) Residents are accountable for the bedding and clothing issued to them.

vi) Misuse or destruction of bedding or clothing may result in disciplinary action and/ or the filing of charges for the destruction of county property. 

2) Resident’s Personal Clothing 

a) A resident’s personal clothing is laundered and/or disinfected prior to storing. If a resident chooses and his/her shoes are approved, the shoes are disinfected prior to wearing them. (3-JDF-4B-11)

3) Showers

a) The shower schedule is on the approved daily activities schedule. (3-JDF-4B-13)

4) Hygiene

a) All residents are provided with adequate bathroom facilities, hair care articles, and training necessary to maintain acceptable standards of personal hygiene. (3-JDF-4C-34)

5) Hair Care Services 

a) Hair care services are available for residents as needed (3-JDF-4B-15). 

6) Shaving

a) Shaving equipment is made available when needed. All shaving shall be done in the presence of a Detention Officer who is responsible for issuing necessary articles and supplies.
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
