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Policy: 
1) Policy and procedure provide for the delivery of health care services under the control of the facility Health Authority who arranges the availability of health care services and provides necessary administrative support for accessibility of health services to the residents. 
2) All medical services involving medical judgment are the sole province of the Responsible Physician. 
3) Security regulations applicable to Facility personnel also apply to health personnel. 
4) The Health Authority meets at least quarterly with the Facility Administrator and submits quarterly and annual summary reports.
Definitions: As used in this section, the following definitions apply:

“Health Authority”: In this facility the Facility Physician is the Health Authority. The responsibilities of the Health Authority include arranging for all levels of health care and assuring the quality of, and resident accessibility to, all health care services (3-JDF-4C-01).

“Responsible Physician (Facility Doctor)”: The state licensed physician contracted to provide physician service for residents in the facility (3-JDF-4C-10).
“Facility Nurse”: The state licensed nurse who provides services for residents as directed by the Responsible Physician and the Facility Administrator (3-JDF-4C-10).
Procedures: 
1) Treatment Philosophy
a) Health services include preventive care.
b) All medical treatment is done in accordance with commonly accepted medical practices.
c) Health care services are designed to provide for the physical and mental well-being of the resident population and include medical, dental, and mental health services. Attending to environmental conditions is also considered part of the health care services.
2) Private Physicians 
a) The activities of private physician’s working with residents in the Facility are coordinated with/by the Facility Physician. This is particularly important where medications are ordered for residents in the Facility. (3-JDF-4C-02)
3) Medical Administrative Reports: 
a) Reports on the health delivery system and health environment are forwarded to the Facility Administrator quarterly and statistical summaries are reported annually. (3-JDF-4C-03)
b) Quarterly reports include:

i) The present effectiveness of the medical care system;
ii) Achievements accomplished during the last three months, focusing on any new or completed projects, policies, procedures, staff, equipment, and services. Any changes effected since the last reporting period;
iii) Problem areas describing any health environment factors that are substandard, focusing on areas currently under revision or in need of improvement, or on specific needs of the medical unit. This could include the need for additional staff, specific supplies, or services and revised procedures; and 
iv) Future goals and recommended changes, focusing on areas requiring immediate planning for improvement.
b) The Annual Statistical Summary Report meets the following criteria:
i) The medical staff compile the statistics required to complete the annual statistical summary. Logs are be maintained to record such data.
ii) The medical staff and Health Authority determine the specific items included in the report. However, at a minimum, the following information is gathered and compiled:
(1) Number of residents receiving complete Health Appraisals by medical staff; 

(2) Number of resident seen for medical reasons:
(a) Illness; 

(b) Pain/injury;

(c) Toothache;

(3) Number of laboratory referrals;

(4) Number of hospital transfers and returns to the facility; and

(5) Number of consultation referrals. 
4) Policy 
a) The Responsible Physician/Health Authority approves all health care policy and procedures. The policy, procedure, and program in the health care delivery system is reviewed annually and revised if necessary. (3-JDF-4C-05)
5) Medical Equipment 
The Facility’s health care space, equipment, and supplies are adequate to meet the resident’s needs as determined by the Responsible Physician. (3-JDF-4C-06)
6) Clinic 
a) The Medical Clinic has qualified health personnel to coordinate the health delivery service in the Facility under supervision of the Responsible Physician/Health Authority. All medical staff are required to be licensed, certified, and/or registered according to state law.
b) Upon initial appointment, each medical staff person submits to the Facility’s personnel files copies of current credentials for licensing certification and/or registration.
c) Upon renewal of all medical licenses, the individuals submit a current copy to the Facility’s personnel files.
d) Medical Personnel will also receive training on PREA and facility policies. (115.335)  
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
