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Policy: 

1) In order to ensure continuous medical and health care to all residents, staff are trained to provide continual services that initiate, supplement, and/or complement the medical services process.

2) Staff are required to be certified in First Aid and CPR but may not be involved in processes reserved for licensed practitioners.

3) First Aid kits are available with the Responsible Physician’s approving the contents, number, locations, and procedure for periodic inspection.

4) The first aid kits are inventoried quarterly by medical personnel. 

5) An automatic external defibrillator is available in Central Control.

Procedures:

1) Medical Training For Staff: 

a) The Health Authority in cooperation with the Facility Administrator establishes and arranges for health care training to be provided in the following areas to full-time and part-time staff (3-JDF-4C-27):

i) Training in procedure for reporting residents requests to see the medical staff;

ii) Training in responding to emergency situations within four minutes time which is included as part of CPR and First Aid Training (also known as a “Code Blue”);

iii) Training in the recognition of sign and symptoms and knowledge of action required in potential emergency situations;

iv) Training and certification in First Aid, which is equivalent to that defined by the American Heart Association;

v) Training and certification in CPR, which is equivalent to that defined by the American Heart Association;

vi) Training in methods of obtaining assistance;

vii) Training in signs, symptoms and recognition of mental illness and retardation;

viii) Training in signs, symptoms and recognition of chemical, drug and alcohol dependencies; and

ix) Training for patient transfers to appropriate medical facilities or health care providers.

2) First Aid Kits (3-JDF-4C-28): 

a) First Aid kits are located in each vestibule closet, the kitchen, all vehicles, and the locked storage closets in D unit.

b) The Responsible physician approves the contents, number, locations, and procedures for inventory checks.

c) All items in the First Aid kits are sealed.  If the seal is broken, the First Aid kit is given to the facility nurse to be re-filled. The first-aid kits will be inspected quarterly or as needed once the seal is broken. 
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
