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POLICY 8.6-18 - MANAGEMENT OF CHEMICAL DEPENDENCY

Policy: 

1) The identification and management of chemically dependent residents is the sole responsibility of the Detention medical staff. Juveniles are not admitted to Detention if they are under the influence of drugs and/or are in need of medical treatment and do not have a hospital release form.

2) Should a juvenile be admitted who shows signs of being chemically dependent, he/she is referred to medical staff for diagnosis and a management program while awaiting placement in a treatment facility. (3-JDF-4C-40)
Procedures:

1) The chemically dependent resident may not display signs of withdrawal upon admission to Detention. Residents displaying signs and/or symptoms of tremors, sweating, and/or hallucinations should immediately be referred to the Facility Nurse. (3-JDF-4C-40)

2) At the discretion of the Facility Nurse, the Facility Doctor may be contacted immediately. 

3) The discretion of the Medical staff may be exercised and the resident may be drug tested and referred to a certified Drug & Alcohol Counselor for a diagnostic needs assessment.

4) Should the Facility Physician, the Facility Nurse, and the Certified Drug & Alcohol Counselor keep a chemically dependent resident in detention, an individual treatment plan is developed by the resident’s worker. The Psychological consultant or other professionals may be involved in this process. (3-JDF-4C-41)
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
