DETENTION - CHAPTER EIGHT_- MENTAL HEALTH AND SUBSTANCE ABUSE                                                                  

POLICY 8.7-1 PURPOSE, GOAL, AND SCOPE OF SERVICES 
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Policy:

1) The Youth Guidance Services Department exists to support youthful residents and the staff of the Detention Center in appropriate interactions for their mutual safety, security, and personal development.
2) The Youth Guidance Services Department’s goal is the development of a secure environment that enables residents and staff to live without fear and develop their skills and abilities to relate and adjust in and outside of Detention.
Definition:
As used in this document, the following definition applies:
“Youth Guidance Services Department:”  The  Youth Guidance Services Department consists of the Assistant Facility Administrator of Administrative Services, Youth Guidance Specialists, Volunteer/ Physical Education Supervisor, Volunteer Facility Chaplin, and School Teachers and Contract Psychologist.
Procedure:
1) Scope of Services: 
a) Required: 

i) At or related to intake/discharge: (3-JDF-3E-01)
(1) To establish information pertinent to the resident’s behavior in the facility.
ii) As part of their orientation process:

(1) Disclosures related to Youth Guidance Services and other involvements that may later be determined as beneficial to residents at that time.
(2) Brief courses such as impulse control and anger management.
iii) The receipt of a Psychological Evaluation or other notice of ongoing psychotherapy apart from detention.
(3-JDF-4C-16)
(1) Upon receipt of a Psychological Evaluation, a resident will be required to meet with a Youth Guidance Specialist for the purpose of developing a written description of staff interactions appropriate to that resident’s evaluation. 
iv) As a result of resident behavior (crisis intervention): (3-JDF-4C-16)
(1) A resident will be offered to talk with a Youth Guidance Specialist after being placed on confinement and/or being place on suicide watch (see attachment A). Relevant inventories/assessment tools may be administered by appropriately trained and certified Contract Psychologist.
(2)  Juveniles with serious behavior problems and juveniles requiring protective care will have an individual special management program plan will be developed.
v) As requested by the resident:
(1) Individual Guidance/Counseling; and

(2) Elective Group Activities.

vi) Other services may be developed as per need and approved by the Facility Administrator and the Director of the Juvenile Facility.
