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POLICY:
 1) Oklahoma County Juvenile Detention Facility may provide relevant group sessions related to mental health/behavior issues pertaining to the juveniles detained in the Detention Facility. The purpose of group work is to provide information about Youth Guidance Services to juveniles that have been detained. Juveniles may also be referred to our Consulting Psychologist if behavior permits. 
PROCEDURES:
1) Responsibilities:

a) The Youth Guidance Specialist Supervisor shall insure groups and youth guidance services programming for the residents are scheduled and provided on a regular, continuous basis. (3-JDF-5B-05)
b) The Youth Guidance Services Department is responsible to prepare and conduct groups dealing with the mental health/behavior issues and/or specific health topics of residents in detention.
c) The Consulting Psychologist functions and responsibilities include Individual Psychotherapy, group psychotherapy, training the staff members on behavioral health issues, functions as a professional consultant for the YSG staff, and conduct the Suicide Risk Evaluation for the suicidal clients upon YGS request.

2) Groups & Schedules: 
a) Youth Guidance Services groups shall be scheduled on a weekly basis.
b) Weekly Youth Guidance Services groups will include a variety of topics to provide information and enhance skills in intrapersonal, interpersonal and social areas.  
c) The Youth Guidance Services Department will coordinate group scheduling with the Recreation/Volunteer Coordinator so the groups can be published on the facility activity schedule.
d) If Youth Guidance Services has to cancel a group, Youth Guidance Services will notify the Recreation/Volunteer Coordinator who will notify the on-duty Shift Supervisor to identify alternate programming. Youth Guidance Specialist Supervisor will notify the Facility Administrator with the explanation of reason for the group cancellation. 
e) The Youth Guidance Services Department will determine group topics based on the needs of the residents, gender specific topics and timely issues.
f) The Youth Guidance Services Department will log the group topics, number of groups conducted, length and number of attendees for reference.
g) The Youth Guidance Specialist Supervisor will provide a quarterly report and annual report to the Facility Administrator that includes the number of social skills groups conducted.
